PURPOSE:

WHO:

Photos must be taken by a 4‑H member, but the member need not be enrolled in a 4‑H photography project.  The exhibitor must be a 4‑H member during the year the photo is submitted.  

WHEN:
The state 4‑H Photo Exhibition will be on display at many 4-H events.  The postmark deadline for entry is Friday, March 2, 2012.
WHERE:
4-H Youth Development Office, Morgantown, WV



Photos may be sent with volunteers attending Dance Weekend to save postage.
COUNTY RESPONSIBILITIES:

1.
Each county will select and submit any number of entries which need to be single photos taken by the 4-H member that is submitting it.  Each 4-H member may submit three photos in this exhibition. We are no longer accepting photo stories based on our available exhibit space at Jackson’s Mill and the WV State Fair. 

2.
Only three entries are allowed per member.

3.
Prints must be no larger than 8" x 10" and may be snapshot size.  Negatives will not need to be provided with each photo submitted.    Photos should be mounted and not in frames.

4.
All entries must include the 4-H photographer's name, age (as of December 31, 2011), address, birthdate, name of 4-H club, county, and an identifying caption for the picture.
5.

6.
Photo entries will be judged by people viewing the exhibit using the appropriate age category (junior or senior).  Age regulations are identical to the 4-H Poster Contest.

PROGRAM:
All photos will be exhibited at the West Virginia State Fair.  All participants will receive a State Fair ribbon and premium.  Photos will be returned with State Fair exhibits.
